	Monday During Activity:  Students will conduct research on their mini Lab Safety Foldable Project. AMSTI Lesson 1 Inquiry 1.1 Creating a Group Concept Map (Images of the Earth). In Science notebook (SNB), students will create a concept map using the terms “weather” and “climate”. Using as many descriptive terms as possible. Afterwards, each group will create a concept map on chart paper and share with entire class. Students will watch from youtube entitled “Weather vs Climate
Tuesday During Activity:   Students will take Science Lab Safety Test @ testmoz.com/543380 and work on their mini Lab Safety Foldable Project.  AMSTI Lesson 1 Inquiry 1.2 Using a globe and a world map. Students will read “Images of the Earth” on page 6 and record their answers about weather and climate on student sheet 1.2a:Pre-Unit Assessment: Where on Earth? In SNB answer Step 4 Questions A-C on page 7. On Weather and Climate World Map, students will locate their continent, country, and your particular location in the country.
Wednesday During Activity: Students will work on their mini Lab Safety Foldable Project. On the weather and climate world map, use the colored dots and the key to record where you think major atmospheric events and oceanic processes occur most frequently and share ideas with classmates. In SNB answer “Reflecting on What You’ve Done” question #1 A-D found on page 8 and share responses and questions with the class
Thursday During Activity: Students will conduct research on their mini Lab Safety Foldable Project. Read “How Scientists Study the Earth” on page 9-12. Work with a partner to compare and contrast how the work of a scientist is like that of an explorer, and inventor, and engineer, and a writer. Document your comparisons in your SNB and be prepared to share your thoughts aloud with the group.
Friday During Activity:  Students will conduct research on their mini Lab Safety Foldable Project. Read “Views from Space” on page 13-19. In your SNB, describe weather events you think might be best monitored by a satellite. Why
