	Opening Activity:

Monday – Friday: Student will watch student CNN News &  review previous days lesson  

	Monday During Activity:  
Step 1: Give students the Question Focus- Digital Portfolios empower students to be leaders of their own learning. (Let students individually think about questions they have about this focus for a couple of minutes.)
Step 2: Students produce questions. Within a time limit, students broken up into small groups will generate and write down questions pertaining to that Q-Focus. Only questions are welcome—no opinions or answers, no debating which questions are best; the idea is to just keep inquiring about the subject from different angles. If someone writes a question that you have as well, put a checkmark beside the question. (Ink Think on Chart Paper with Question Focus in the center (Silent writing for first 5 minutes)
Step 3:  Students improve their questions. At a certain point, students begin to work on the questions they’ve written down. For example, a closed question that began as Is making a digital portfolio hard? might be changed to an open one: What are the challenges in making a digital portfolio? In doing this, students learn that a question can be narrowed down in some cases, expanded in others—and they begin to see that “the way you ask a question yields different results and can lead you in different directions,”
Step 4: Students prioritize their questions. After discussion, come to agreement on five favorites and the order in which you would ask them to make a conversation flow.

Step 5: Students and teachers decide on next steps, in terms of acting on the prioritized questions through the Google Hangout. Questions for Discussion: How will you start the conversation? Do you just start with the questions or should you introduce yourself and get to know them first? Who will ask the questions? What will you do with the answers you receive? Should someone take notes?
